3. Commissioner Workshop—This is similar to a commissioner conference but shorter in
duration. It is a local event, such as a weeknight event for all commissioners to train
commissioners.

4. Commissioner Retreat- This is a local event similar to a commissioner conference, but may
include an overnight. Some retreats are combined with counterparts from the
council/district/committee.

5. National training conference for commissioners- National training conferences include
commissioner training hosted at high adventure bases (e.g. Commissioner Week at
Philmont Training Center) and impact sessions. Impact sessions may be virtual or in-person
and are hosted nationally. Information for these sessions is found on the national commissioner
website.
